A founder member and director of Bryanston Square

He is passionate about creating better learning environments, focusing on the way teaching and learning takes place and the design of buildings and services to enable it to take place. Marcus is active in the public and private sector: he works with schools to help them formulate and articulate their visions; advises Authorities and architects how to design the best possible buildings for their budget; and collaborates with national institutions such as the National College for School Leadership on programmes like ‘Building Schools for the Future’.

She then moved to Birmingham to work with Tim Brighouse where she set up the University of the First Age, a national charity which develops extended learning experiences for young people in school and community settings.
