All reports submitted will be made available through the NMSF website pages. These may also include photos, examples of pupil’s work and comments from pupils if that seems appropriate.
Remember to show:

· The purpose – what need you are addressing or clear aim.

· The impact – how you know and what you would now do to improve it.

· The link to a paragraph in the Middle School Matters booklet.

· Contribution to the QCA Curriculum Aims - Successful learners, Confident individuals and Responsible citizens

We will then publish one page summaries of these projects in the form in a well designed booklet – with links to the full materials available through the website. The booklet will be launched at our national conference in October with Mick Waters, Director of Curriculum, QCA.
It would be helpful to have at least one photograph and a few comments from pupils about the project for the booklet.
