Review of county schools put on ice 





A REVIEW of schools that resulted in 40 being closed down has been suspended because of a lack of cash at Worcestershire County Council. It means the structure of schooling in Evesham, Pershore, Droitwich and Malvern will not change until 2009 at the earliest. A third of the 27 teachers at Temple Cowley school in Oxford are quitting�ALMOST a third of the 27 teachers at Temple Cowley middle school in Oxford are quitting, as the school faces closure in three years time as a result of local re-organisation. Martin Thomas, its 57-year-old head, said if he were younger he would consider leaving himself. He says schools threatened with closure should be given cash to hold on to and attract staff. Eight of the staff will have left by the end of July, including the heads of maths and science. The school is one of seven facing closure in Oxfordshire after councillors decided to scrap the county's three-tier system. (TES 07 April 2000)

High cost of education changeover





The cost of re-organising Oxford's education system is set to cost £35m -- 16 per cent more than planned. Work to prepare the city's first and secondary schools for the changeover from a three- to two-tier education system is on schedule. But the cost to Oxfordshire County Council has risen by £5m on initial estimates due to rising building costs, additional unforeseen problems at some school building sites, and the addition of new facilities. Shake-up schools to get mobile buildings 





MOBILE classrooms are to be installed at 11 Wyre Forest schools if Worcestershire County Council chiefs get their way. Temporary permission will be sought for the buildings when the county council’s planning and regulatory committee meets on Monday. It is important that, during the major new build programme in Wyre Forest, disruption to children’s learning is minimised. For some schools, temporary classrooms will assist in just that - minimising the overall disruption.
