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Middle School KS3 Benchmarking 2011 – Summary Report
This report summarises the data from the 58 Middle Schools that responded to our survey. The results show the achievement of their pupils in July 2011 at the end of their final year of middle school education.

Five middle deemed primary schools submitted information on the achievements of their pupils in Year 7 at the end July 2011. While three of these schools contributed data in foundation subjects, this report concentrates on the core subjects from these schools, in order to give a sufficient sample of pupils.

The results from the 53 middle deemed secondary schools represent the achievements of over 6,000 pupils at the end of Year 8 in July 2011. In some subjects schools have not always had data available in all subjects – this is most notable in Citizenship for example. A small number of schools have given levels for component parts of subjects, such Dance in PE or Reading and Writing in English. In order to provide comparable data I have concentrated on levels for ‘whole subjects’. In the summary data that follows, therefore, you will see that the sample size, and the number of contributing schools, can be different in different subjects.
Following feedback and discussion with heads there are two additions to this final version of the data:

a) I have added national level data from the Year 9 SATs for the year in which they were last reported – in 2007 – as a useful further benchmark for the core subjects.

b) I have added an average points score calculation in the core subjects for middle deemed secondary schools. The average points score for pupils leaving Year 8 compare very favourably with the national figure for pupils taking KS3 SATs a year later in secondary schools.
The schools which contributed data have all agreed to share the school level achievement data with each other. These schools have all received a fuller version of the spreadsheet discussed on page 10 of this report, which includes all the individual school data. The hope is that this will enable schools to follow up interesting examples in the school level information.
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Commentary
The schools contributing data have responded very positively to project – this is the first time the Forum has sought to collect benchmarking data and make it available to all middle schools. The information about achievement in foundation subjects has been particularly valuable.

When you look at the data from individual schools there are considerable variations, which raise interesting questions for further exploration about the way the assessments were conducted and school practice in terms of evidence collection and moderation. This is particularly evident with regard to the foundation subjects, where the use of APP, for example, may be less developed.

A small number of schools have given data for elements of subjects – such as resistant materials and food & textiles in Technology or Reading and Writing in English. These may be interesting aspects to explore – but their use would depend on wider agreement - so that we ensured sufficient schools submitted data in this form to provide a comparable sample.

Two Schools have given assessment data for two Modern Foreign Languages – where all pupils study French and some study a further language.
A small number of schools have given a combined Humanities level.

The response from schools will help to shape how this project develops, and so it would be most helpful to receive feedback about the ways in which schools have been able to use the data, and how the data collected might be extended.
